[ ] Hal Gould founded the Colorado Photographic Art
Center in 1963 - one of the first venues devoted
exclusively to showing and promoting fine art pho-

tography. In 1980, he opened The Camera Obscura Gallery
<www.cameraobscuragallery.com> in Devner and has built a
reputation for exhibiting such stellar masters as Ansel Adams,
Edward & Brett Weston,Andre Kertesz, Manuel Alvarez Bravo,
Imogen Cunningham, Paul Strand, Edward S. Curtis, Sebastiao
Salgado, and many others.

Besides being a tireless advocate of photographic art,
Gould is himself a master photographer. The same
artistry he promotes in his Devner Gallery is evident

in his own work. After training at the Art Institute of Chicago
in the 1940’s as a portrait painter, he was inspired by photog-
raphers such as Alfred Stieglitz and Man Ray and embarked on
photographic studies at the Institute and at Ray Vogue School
of Photography. He operated a commercial studio for 25 years,
while also pursuing his personal vision--a vision that reflects a
broad diversity of style and technique.

Photographs by Hal Gould (check out his exhibit at
<http://www.c4fap.org/online_exhibits/gould/index.ht
m>) are part of several corporate and private collec-

tions and have been exhibited widely, including at the Denver
Art Museum in 2000. He has received numerous awards,
among which are the prestigious National Award--the
Professional Photographers of America’s top award and the
Gold Medal Grand Prize in the International Federation of
Photographer’s Competition in Riga, Lativia.

The show will be held at the Louisville Center for the
Arts, a beautiful turn of the century school house that
has been renovated to make it a state of the art gallery

space.The cupola was added in 2004 to make the renovation
complete. The Center is located in Memory Square Park, 801
Grant St., Louisville, Colorado.The July 4th Celebration draws
thousands of visitors to Louisville, Colorado and to the
Photography Show. The 4th of July celebration includes the
Photography Show at the Cultural Art Center and live enter-
tainment, arts and craft booths, food and games at the
Louisville City Park.

CP — Color: People & Animals.
CL — Color: Landscapes and Architecture
CF — Color: Still Life, Floral & Abstract.
BP — Black & White: People & Animals.
BL — Black & White: Landscapes and
Architecture.
BF — Black & White: Still Life, Floral & Abstract.
D — Creative Digital or Heavy Interpretive
Manipulations*: (Examples being interpretive
Polaroid Transfers, Polaroid Manipulations, heavy
Photoshop manipulations, Hand-painted, Mixed-media,
etc.)
T — Theme (new category): This year’s theme is
HANDS. Any sort of photo, using HANDS as the sub-
ject matter.

Please Note: Categories D and T are single cate-
gories without additional sub-categories. *A manipulation
occurs when an element is added to a photograph. The
Judge(s) retain the right to change the category of any entry
if they feel the entry would better fit another category.

1. ENTRIES may be submitted as prints
(unframed, not to exceed 8x12 inches), slides, or JPEGs.

2. ALL WORK must be the original work of the
photographer and executed in a professional manner.
Photography in previous LAA juried shows will not be
accepted.

3. ALL ENTRY FEES are non-refundable.  A $25 fee
is charged for one ot three entries, with a $10 fee for
each additional entry, with no limit to the number of
entries.

4. BIN WORK and greeting cards may be included
with your entry for no additional charge.  This work
may remain in the show even if your other work is
juried out.  All sales will be conducted by the Louisville
Art Association (LAA).  A 25% commission is charged
on all work sold.  All bin work and cards must be
labeled with photographer’s name, item name, stock
number and price, which must match your Inventory
Sheet, which you MUST SUBMIT if you are submitting
bin work.  Bin work is to be shipped or hand delivered
with the same dealines as accepted work.  

5.ALL ACCEPTED WORK must have identification
information on the back (photographer’s name, title of
work, catagory, and price) and be properly framed, wired
and ready to hang.  NO SAWTOOTH HANGERS or
EXPOSED GLASS EDGES. Work that is not properly
framed or is damaged in shipment will not be hung and
will not be judged.

RGB (1998), 8-bit, w/Jpeg compression 10.

• JPEGs must be no larger than 1024 pixels on the long edge and
no larger than 2Mb in file size.

• Please do not include #, $, %, periods or other similar characters
as part of the filename. There should be a single period to delin-
eate the file’s extension.
