I have always loved to draw, and remember drawing paper dolls, and clothes for them, when I was a child. I 

made posters for events in school and was always doodling. 

 
My mother began painting when she retired; and I not only admired her work, but also hoped that one day I 

would find time to take a class. Fifteen years later one of my tennis friends, Janet Nunn, mentioned that she 

was going to teach a watercolor class, and I signed up for it. 

 
The first class was òpainting skyó and I had no clue. I had never picked up a brush or mixed paint, so every-

thing was new to me. However, I had so much fun that I knew I wanted to learn all I could about painting in 

watercolor. I practiced at home almost everyday for at least an hour. 

 
I entered my first exhibit in April 2003 at South Union Gallery in Lakewood about 6 months after I took my 

first class. My mother and I both won Merit Awards and we were so excited! 

 
I joined the Arvada Fine Arts Guild and the Mountainside Art Guild and began taking workshops from artists 

whose work I admired. I took a portrait workshop from Retha Boles and finally did a portrait of my grand-

daughter, Karina. 

 
I love painting all subjects, and have experimented some with WC/acrylic, WC/colored pencil, WC/ink, WC/

ink resist, and a little pastel. I love the delicate quality and spontaneity of how watercolors mingle together, 

and I enjoy the detail at the final stages of the painting. 

 
In 2006, two of my friends asked me to give them watercolor lessons, and I now teach two classes a week 

and I have 14 students. I love teaching and find that I have become a better artist because of this experience.
