Member Interview

Donna Sorenson

Donna began her school life
with a ravenous desire for art.
Her high school in Loveland,
Colorado, had an art department
we should all have had access
to. There were three art teachers
who taught weaving, pottery,
sculpture, jewelry, and oil
painting. She also pursued other
crafts on her own, such as
macramé, beading, sewing, and leatherwork. It was at that
point that a young Donna decided to create an art
cooperative one day. She even drew pictures and kept
notes on how it would look.

Then reality reared its head. Her parents raised the issue
of finding a practical form of life work. Her dad helped
her get a job at Kodak, where he worked, and she worked
the shifts which followed that deadly pattern of alternating
weeks of day, evening, and night shifts. This life in a
darkroom with x-ray films lasted only nine months, until
her parents agreed to let her return to Colorado State
University for a 2-year secretarial program.

During her time in Ft. Collins, Donna discovered another
passion--dancing. Soon, she was dancing 4-5 nights a
week with International folk dancing, belly dancing,
country swing, ballroom dancing and Contra dancing.

After 5 years of odd jobs in Winter Park and a realization
that secretarial work was not for her, Donna returned to
